MEET BRUCE LANGSON (LVHS Class of 1965)

help of numerous other alumni) of the Wildcat float! He is in charge of the Mentoring, Vehi-
cle Donation and Grant programs for the LVHSAA and was honored as “Alumni of the Year”

Bruce was born in Montebello, California and is married (for 42 years!) to Cathy J. Davis. They
have two children, a son, Ryan, and a daughter, Nicole, plus five grandchildren. Bruce was
part of a family whose goals were directed primarily toward construction and real estate
development.
